Give each group 5 minutes to brainstorm what they will build. Prompt on paper from a chosen point of view (side,top, front).
Prompt participants to consider shape, texture, materials and function. How did drawing reveal its design?

Allow groups to access to the materials and start building either
individually or as a group. (20-30 minutes).
